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SERVICE CLASSIFICATION NO. 13 
DISTRIBUTED GENERATION SERVICE – RESIDENTIAL (CONTINUED) 

 
BTU ADJUSTMENT: 
 
Volumes of gas registered at the customer’s meter, in CCF, will be adjusted for BTU content, in Therms, as stated in 
Rule 14.3. 
 
INCREASE IN RATES AND CHARGES: 
 
The rates and charges under this Service Classification will be increased by a tax factor pursuant to Rule 19. 
 
TERMS OF PAYMENT: 
 
Bills are due and payable.  Full payment must be received on or before the date shown on the bill to avoid a late 
payment charge of one and one-half percent (1 1/2%) pursuant to Rule 15.2. 
 
TERM: 
 
One month and thereafter until terminated by forty-eight hours notice to the Company.  For customers switching 
energy suppliers, the request shall be submitted to the Company not later than 15 calendar days prior to the month 
service is to commence.  The actual switch will then occur on the customer’s regular meter reading date. 
 
Initial Effective Date 
 
Rates under this Service Classification shall be effective on the Initial Operation Date of the Distributed Generation 
Unit.  The Initial Operation Date will be the first scheduled read date subsequent to the first day of the month of 
continuous operation of the DG Unit. 
 
SPECIAL PROVISIONS APPLICABLE TO BOTH DELIVERY SERVICE ONLY AND CUSTOMERS 
ALSO PURCHASING GAS SUPPLY FROM NIAGARA MOHAWK: 
 
1. Company shall not be obligated to supply service facilities of a capacity in excess of that necessary to 

supply utilization equipment normally and regularly used by customer. 
 
2. Written application upon Company's prescribed forms is required. 
 
3. Whenever service is supplied where extension of distribution main facilities for service is requested, 

construction will be in accordance to Rule 10 of this tariff. 
 
4. Company will supply service to gas-fired emergency electric generators in accordance with Rule 18 of this 

tariff. 
 
5. Budget bills will be computed in accordance with Rule 15.7.6. 
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
