The factors included in MPC Statement No. 86 are applicable to energy supplied by the Company
and are based on the actual commaodity costs required to serve the Company’s full service customers
during the month of June. MPC Statement No. 86 includes Market Price Adjustment (MPA) factors
corresponding to the reconciliation of energy costs for the month of March 2008 which were collected
through the MPC and for which collections were completed in June.

The factors included in MISC Statement No. 85 are applicable to al energy delivered by the
Company and are intended to refund to or collect from customers the net benefit or cost of non-avoidable,
variable energy related revenues and costs associated with the Company’ s remaining generation facilities
and from mandatory purchases from Independent Power Producers for the month of June. MISC-85 also
includes a reconciliation component for March 2008 costs/benefits.

The factors included in PPA Statement No. 85 are applicable to all energy delivered by the
Company and are intended to refund to or collect from customers the benefit or cost, respectively, of the
Company’s Purchase Power Agreement with the new owners of the nuclear generating plant previously
owned by the Company. PPA-85 also includes areconciliation component for March 2008 costs/benefits.
