Any such deliveries in excess of receipts by the Company of Customer-owned gas are
subject to unauthorized overrun penalties or interruption in accordance with General Information Sections 10
and 8 of this Schedule, respectively.

F. Customers eecting service under this service classification are subject to the Upstream Capacity Requirements
set forth in General Information Section 4.P.

G. Economic Development Incentive (EDI):

As provided in General Information Section 33 of this schedule, this provision is no longer available to
additional customers on or after 10/17/09.

Customers who qualify, under the Economic Development Incentive (EDI) in Section 33 of the General
Information section of this Schedule, to receive an incentive for usage qualified on or after 10/01/04 will
have their service bills reduced for aterm of sixty (60) months. The reduction will be in the form of a
