I Provisions (continued):

During each wi nter season (i.e. Cctober through March), a Custoner that
does not interrupt gas service when required to do so, except for the
permtted two thernms per hour, for any two occurrences (consecutive or
non-consecutive), wll be notified that they have violated the service
requirenents of the interruptible tariff. For sales Custoners,
effective with the next billing period following the second notice of
violation, and for transportation Custoners, effective as soon as
practicable, such Custoners will be transferred to the equivalent firm
service classification unless (i) the Conpany has been notified in
witing that the Customer has chosen to terminate gas service or (ii)
the Custoner has been notified that the Conpany has determined in its
sole discretion that it can not provide firm service to the Customer,
and service wll be termnated in thirty (30) days. Cust oners
transferred from interruptible to firm service are required to remin
on firmservice for the renai nder of that wi nter season through the end
of the next wnter season. After that time, a Custoner becones
eligible to re-apply for interruptible service.

A "warning letter” will be sent to Customers after their first
violation of the winter season. Failure to conply during a systemw de
test is considered a violation

There is an amesty cl ause available to Custoners that experience an
equi prent failure. Should a Custoner's equipnment fail to switch, it
must notify the Conpany w thin one hour of the failure, and provide
proof within two days that the equi pnent has been repaired and is
operable. |If a Custoner can denonstrate that it was unable to obtain
and install the necessary equi pnent within two days, the Custoner shal
have five nore days to renmedy the situation. The Custoner shall also
provide proof that it has installed the necessary equipnent. |If a
Customer neets this criteria, amesty for the violation will apply. If
t he Custoner cannot obtain and/or install the necessary equi pnent

wi thin seven days, the equiprment failure will be considered a

viol ation. However, there will be only one grant of amesty of a
violation allowed per winter season. Such grant of ammesty does not
exenpt the Custoner from having to pay any applicabl e charges,

i ncl udi ng Additi onal Charges or non-conpliance charges.

New servi ce agreements with power generators under this service
classification nust include the appropriate fees and charges of

bal anci ng and swi ng services. EXisting service agreenents wth power
generators under this service classification nmust also include these
fees and charges when the agreenment is renewed or reaches its evergreen
anni versary.

InterimMnthly Bal ancing Service is not available to service
agreenments with power generators.
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
