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B.  Non Residential 
 

(1)  Applications for the use of water must be made in writing on a form provided by the 
Company. 
 
(2)  A separate application must be made for each premise.  The word “premise” as used herein 
shall be defined as follows: 

 
(a)  A building under one roof owned or leased by one customer and occupied as place of 
business.   
 
(b)  A combination of buildings owned or leased by one customer, in one common 
enclosure, occupied by one corporation or firm as a place of business. 
 
(c)  Each unit of a multiple building separated by a solid vertical partition wall, occupied 
by one firm, as a place of business.  
 
(d)  A building owned or leased by one customer having a number of offices, or lofts 
which are rented to tenants, and using in common one hall and one or more means of 
entrance. 
 
(e)  A building two or more stories high under one roof, owned or leased by one customer 
having an individual entrance for the ground floor occupants and one for the occupants of 
the upper floors. 
 
(f)  A public building 
 
(g)  A single plot, such as a park or playground 

 
(3)  No agreement will be entered into by the Company with any applicant for water service until 
all charges due from the applicant for water or services at any premises now or heretofore owned 
or occupied by him which are in arrears shall have been paid. 
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
