Article 10
Insurance

10.1 Cudomer, a its own cost and expense, shdl procure and maintain, and cause its contractors and
subcontractors to procure and maintain, the following minimum insurance:

@ Workers Compensation Insurance in accordance with statutory requirements and Employer’s
Liability insurance with aminimum ligbility limit of $1 million per occurrence.

(b) Commercid Generd Liability Insurance with aminimum liability limit of $1 million per occurrence.
Such palicy shdl include an endorsement for Contractua Liability coverage, which shall insure the
performance of the obligations assumed by Customer pursuant to this Agreement, and an
endorsement stating that KeySpan is an additiond insured with respect to operations relating to this
Agreement for incidents arising out of the negligence of Customer, its contractors or subcontractors.

(© Commercid Automohbile Liability Insurancewith aminimum liability limit of $1 million per occurrence.
Thisinsurance shdl apply to dl owned, norn-owned and hired automobiles used by Customer.

(d) Umbrela Liability Insurance Policy with coverage for Commercid Generd Liability, Automaobile
Liability and Employer’s Liability with aminimum ligbility limit of $5 million per occurrence.

10.2  All insurance required by this Article 10 shal be obtained by vaid and enforceable policies, issued by a
company (or companies) licensed to do businessin the State of New Y ork and classified in the most recent
edition of Best’s Insurance Guide as aminimum Class X asto financid rating and B+ as to policyholder
rating, provided, however, that Lloyds of London and its subsidiaries, Internationa |nsurance Company,
Roya Insurance Company, Associated Electric and Gas Insurance ServicesLimited (AEGIS), and any other
insurer upon which the Parties shall agree, shal be deemed to be acceptable companiesfor purposes of this
Article.
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
