ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT ZONE RIDER (Cont'd)

OTHER

A qualified customer will pay amonthly service bill at the rates and charges under thisrider for all kwh in
excess of abase amount of kwh established for each monthly billing period. For an existing customer, the
base amount of kwh will be determined by the Company using an annual historical period. For a prospective
customer, the base amount of kwh will be zero.

The rates and charges under thisrider, which reflect the Company'sincremental cost of providing service,
will be subject to periodic review and revision, subject to Public Service Commission approval. If itis
determined that the bill calculated under this rider exceeds the bill calculated under the otherwise applicable
standard Service Classification rates, the customer will pay the lower of the two bills.

A qualified customer will be eligible to receive the Economic Development Zone rates until the designated
ten year term expires, or until acustomer'sinitial certification becomesinvalid. The Company reservesthe
right to establish ameans of periodically verifying the validity of a customer'scertificate.

An electric customer who submeters electricity to customers certified under this programis eligible for
Economic Development Zone rates for the submetered portion of that customers purchases, as authorized by
the zone administrator.

Any applicant or customer:

(1) Who qualifiesfor service under, and in accordance with, the provisions of Service Classification Nos. 2,
3,7,8,0r9; and

(2) Who does not take service under Service Classification Nos. 10, 11, 12, or the Economic Development
Zone Rider special provisions of the service classificationslisted in (1), above; and
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
