10. DISTRIBUTED GENERATION INTERCONNECTION REQUIREMENTS (Cont’d)

Within 60 days after interconnection, the utility will review the results of its on-site verification and issue to the
applicant a formal letter of acceptance for interconnection.  At this time, the utility will also reconcile its actual
costs related to the applicant’s project against the application fee and advance payments made by the applicant.
The applicant will receive either a bill for any balance due or a reimbursement for overpayment as determined
by the utility’s reconciliation. The applicant may contest the reconciliation through the filing of a formal
complaint with the Commission.
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
