The customer shall be responsible for paynent of one-half of
the expense of the interconnection on wind electric generating equi pment
with a rated capacity of nore than 10 kW

Customers with wind electric generating equipnent will be required to pay
Central Hudson’s actual costs of installation for a dedicated transforner,
or transforners, should it be determined to be necessary. For a custoner
with wind electric generating equipnent with a conbined rated capacity of
not nmore than 25 kWthat is |located and used at the custoner’s residence
such installation costs shall not exceed $750. For a custonmer with w nd
el ectric generating equipnent with a conmbined rated capacity of not nore
than 125 kW that is located and used at the customer’s residence such
installation costs shall not exceed $1, 000.

In the event that the total rated generating capacity of electric
