Definitions - Continued

(17) Small Customer Aggregation Group ("Group") means two or more Customers with individual annual
requirements of less than 35,000 therms, whose aggregate annual requirements are at least 50,000 therm s, who
purchase gas from the same supplier(s) and are generally treated as a single Customer for purposes of the
Operating Matters section of this Service Classification.

(18) Summer Period means the period commencing at 10:00 AM on April 1 and ending at 10:00 AM on the following
November 1.

(19) Surplus Imbalance means:

(a) for Daily Balancing Service, Daily Cashout Service, and Monthly Balancing Service, the amount by which
a Customer's Daily Transportation Quantity, exclusive of the allowance for losses, and adjusted for
marketer imbalance trading, exceeds the Customer's Daily Delivery Quantity,

(b) for Load Following Service, the amount by which the Customer's Daily Transportation Quantity, exclusive
of the allowance for losses, and adjusted for marketer imbalance trading, exceeds the Customer's Daily
Load Following Service Quantity, 

(c) for Daily Delivery Service, under the Prior Day Notification Option, the amount by which the Customer's
Daily Transportation Quantity ("DTQ"), exclusive of the allowance for losses, and adjusted for marketer
imbalance trading, exceeds the Customer's Daily Load Quantity ("DLQ"), and
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
