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6. SERVICE LATERALS FROM OVERHEAD ELECTRI C LI NES

The Conpany will provide the material and installation of up to 100 feet of
service line at the Conpany's expense. Beyond the first 100 feet of service
line, the Company wll, at applicant's expense, provide the material and
installation of additional service line up to the first pole (if any). Applicant
will be responsible for providing the material, installation and mai ntenance of
such a pole and all additional poles and service |ateral needed at applicant's
expense.

Any portion of the service laterals fromoverhead |lines to be provided at the
applicant's expense, as stated above, shall be installed in accordance with the
Company' s specifications by an electrical contractor or other qualified person
sel ected by the applicant, or by the Conpany, at the applicant's option. |If
installed by the Conpany the applicant shall pay the estimated construction cost
based on the actual construction costs of simlar work recently perforned by the
Conpany.

Under ground service laterals from overhead lines required by the applicant or
customer shall be provided and mmintained at the applicant's or custoner's
expense. Wen the applicant or customer elects to install an underground service
| ateral, the Conmpany will reinburse the custoner in the amount of the cost of the
overhead service lateral which the Conpany would otherwi se provide at its
expense, based on the actual cost of simlar service |laterals recently installed
by the Conpany.

The Il ocation of the service entrance on the applicant's or custoner's building
to which the service lateral is to be attached shall be determned in all cases
by the Conpany.

Al service laterals shall be installed in the manner provided in the conpany's

"Rules and Regulations for Electrical Installations” which is available for
i nspection at the Conpany's offices.
