Rel ease of the Conpany's Upstream Transportation

As an alternative to acquiring its own upstreamtransportation, a Seller may
choose to deliver at the City Gate the custonmer's DIQ or, in the case of nore
than one custoner, the customers' ADITQ by becom ng pre-arranged repl acenent
shi ppers of the Conpany's rel eased upstreaminterstate pipeline capacity.
Except where a Seller pays the interstate pipeline s demand charges for such
capacity release directly to the interstate pipeline, "Brooklyn Union" wll
provide a Rel eased Transportation Credit (RTC) to such replacenent shipper in
an anount equal to the credit received by the Conpany fromthe interstate

pi peline for such release. To the extent that a customer's DIQ or customers
ADTQ i s reduced because the Seller is no | onger delivering gas to the Conpany
on be half of one or nore Customers, the RTC payable to Seller will be
reduced pro rata and a pro rata amount of the rel eased capacity will be
recal l ed by the Conpany. Any pipeline refunds associated with such rel eased
capacity, regardl ess of when received by the repl acenent shipper, shall be

i medi ately refunded to the Conpany by the repl acenment shi pper
