PROCEDURES FOR PROCESSING REQUESTS FROM ELECTRIC GENERATORS FOR
GAS TRANSPORTATION SERVICE

I. Processing Requests for Gas Transportation Service

The Company will process requests for gas transportation service received from the owner of an
existing or proposed electric generation facility of at least 50 MegaWatts in accordance with the
following procedures.

1. The owner of an existing or proposed electric generation facility of at least 50 MegaWatts
("Customer") may apply to the Company for gas transportation service by submitting a
completed and executed transportation service application containing, among other
information which is standard to the Company's applications for gas service, the information
set forth below in the "Application for Transportation Service".  The Company will provide
to Customer its currently-effective form of service application within two (2) business days
of receiving Customer's request for a service application, and will assist the Customer by
providing it the relevant information the Customer requires of the Company for the Customer
to complete its application.

2. If Customer is requesting service to an existing electric generation facility, the Company will
tender to Customer, within 30 calendar days of the receipt of a completed and executed
service application, a gas transportation agreement reflecting the terms of service elected by
Customer (e.g., nature of service (firm, interruptible), maximum daily quantity).  If Customer
disputes any term(s) or condition(s) of the gas transportation agreement, the Company and
Customer will negotiate in good faith to expeditiously resolve the dispute on an informal
basis.  If the Company and Customer cannot resolve the dispute information, either may, at
any time, implement the dispute resolution procedure set forth in Section II of this procedure.
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
