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38. UTILITY LOW I NCOVE ENERGY EFFI Cl ENCY PROCGRAM COST RECOVERY

(Applicable to Service Classification Nos. 1, 2, 6, 9, 12 and 13)

By Conmi ssion Order in Case 89-M 124, the filed tariff rates of the applicable
service classification shall be increased by an ampunt as determined in
accordance with Comm ssion Order allow ng the Conpany to collect all costs
associated with the Uility Low Income Energy Efficiency Program (ULI EEP)

The annual recovery period shall be the twelve nonth period begi nning the
first billing cycle of May each year.

The costs to be recovered in each recovery period shall be:

a) Program costs projected for the current year
b) Lost revenues as determ ned for the prior year
) Any over/under collection balance resulting fromthe

reconciliation of actual cost and recoveries through April 30 of
the prior year; and

d) Al'l carrying charges and uncol |l ecti bl es associated with the fund
established for Cormunity Preservation Corporation projects.

Program cost shall be defined as all expenses incurred in designing,
i npl enenting, adm nistering and eval uati ng the Conpany's ULI EEP.

Lost revenue shall be defined as the product of the sales not nade as a result
of inplementing ULIEEP tines the unit margin. The unit margin is defined as
the price excluding gas costs, ULIEEP surcharges, TOP surcharges and revenue

t ax surcharges.

The above stated costs will be recovered via the ULI EEP surcharge which shal
be determ ned for each recovery period by dividing the costs to be recovered
by the total projected sales for the recovery period to Service O assification
Nos. 1 and 2 and transportation volunmes under Service Cassification Nos. 6

9, 12 and 13.
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
