Applicant: A person, firm partnership, corporation, association, devel oper,
bui | der, governnental agency or other entity requesting gas sales or
transportation service fromthe Conpany by conpletely filling out the
appropriate application request form A person or governmental agency may
apply for service on behalf of a residential Applicant. All Applicants nust
first neet the following conditions for their application to be considered:
1. the gas service provided cannot be resold; and

2. the Applicant nust own or occupy the prem ses to be supplied with gas.

A residing Applicant nmaintains residence at the premises to be supplied with
gas and a non-residing applicant does not. The term"Applicant" may be used
i nterchangeably with "Customer”. Applicants are covered under 16 NYCRR Parts
11 and 13.

Arrears: Unpaid charges on Custoners' bills for nore than 20 days.

Asset Managenent Agreenent: a transaction where the Conpan% rel eases a
portion of its upstreamcapacity rights to a third party subject to
satisfaction by that third party of certain specified 8as supply requirenents
of the Conpany. Al such agreenments must be structured in accordance with
the regul ati ons of the Federal Energy Regul atory Conmi ssion.

Back-up Services: The provision of conpany-owned natural gas to satisfy the
custonmer's daily usage requirements to the extent that any portion of the
custonmer's Daily Transportation Quantity is not delivered to the Conpany on
the custoner's behal f.

Backbill: Charges not previously billed for service delivered to Custoners
prior to the current billing cycle.

Busi ness Day: Any weekday when the Conpany's busi ness offices are open.

Capacity Rel ease: Pipeline transportation capacity released by the Conpany to
Seller or Seller’s Agent participating in the Conpany’ s Mandatory Capacity
Programin accordance with FERC regul ations and/or the tariffs of the
pi pel i nes.
