 The Commission in its Order Directing Interim Modifications to the New York 
State Standardized Interconnection Requirements, issued and effective March 18, 2021, in 
Cases 19-E-0566 and 20-E-0543 (the “Order”), directed the Company to incorporate into 
its electric tariff the revised Standardized Interconnection Requirements (“SIR”) as shown 
in Attachment A of the Order, and to file any necessary tariff amendments to suspend 
applications that are subject to the interim mechanism as described in the Order.
