 On December 28, 2018, the Company filed a petition requesting authorization to revise its electric 

tariff schedule, P.S.C. No. 214 – Outdoor Lighting Tariff (“Lighting Tariff”). Specifically, the Company 

sought authorization to include non-roadway, or decorative, light emitting diode (“LED”) service 

offerings in the Lighting Tariff. After completion of the request for proposal process for the decorative 

LED fixtures, the Company supplemented its petition on August 23, 2019 with updated rates for the LED 

offerings to reflect updated pricing based on the selected vendor. 

 

This filing complies with Ordering Clause 2, which directs the Company to file tariff 

amendments discussed in the body of the Order on not less than five days’ notice to become effective 

November 1, 2019.
