 The purpose of the tariff revisions filed herein is to conform the Company’s Non-Residential Application 
Form for Sales or Delivery Service contained in its Gas Tariff, PSC No. 219 Gas, to the companion form contained 
within the Company’s Electric Tariff.  The filing also includes certain revisions which are being filed concurrently 
by the Company’s Electric Pricing Department to Electric Tariff PSC No. 207.   
 

• Leaf 231 is being revised to make minor changes to the top of the form.  Previously, the form had 
indicated that copies of the Company’s rate schedules were available upon request.  The form now 
indicates that copies of our rate schedules are available upon request or at the Company’s website.
